Level Context Sanctions Responsibility 

Minor misbehaviour 

E.g. persistent talking; 

repeated failure to bring 

equipment to lesson; 

arriving late; failure to do 

homework; chewing in 

class; interference with 

other students work or 

equipment; minor 

vandalism; name calling. 

Low-level disruption of 

teaching and learning. 

Repetition of behaviour 

will result in movement 

down the sanction line 

1 

Failure to complete 

punishments 1 to 9 or 

smoking (sanction 10). 

1. Verbal reprimand/ 

warning (choice) 

2. Moved within room 

3. Demerit 

4. Written punishment 

5. Sent out of class for a 

short period (5min) 

6. Sent to another class 

7. Short teacher detention 

– break or a period at 

lunchtime 

8. Departmental report 

9. Departmental detention 

10.School detention

13. Internal withdrawal 

(whole day in BSU). 

14. 1 day exclusion initially 

or longer if necessary. 

15. SMT interview with 

Parent/Guardian(s) and 

pupil. 

16. Repeated exclusion— 

governors informed. 

17. Permanent exclusion.
