and stores 

What you need to do to get a level: 

Level 6 
Your cartoon illustrates how the 
water can change the physical 
landscape in either the long or 
short term e.g. flooding, drought 
and erosion 

Level 5 
Your cartoon illustrates in more detail the role 

of processes in the water cycle such as 
interception, percolation storage, through flow, 

ground water, surface water etc. 

Level 4 
Your cartoon illustrates where water moves through human 

and physical environments. 

Level 3 
You can identify where evaporation, condensation and precipitation occur
